The Family Center of PACT collaborates with families, schools, and communities to assist 
families with parenting support services, drug free lifestyle workshops. Families are 
assisted with basic needs such as food, clothes, 
household goods, and school 
supplies. The Family Center also provides support by linking individuals to needed 
resources. The Economic Opportunity Center services include mock interviews, tuition 
assistance, basic economic 
literacy, budgeting, resume development, job 
placement, and career development coaching. Also available is The Community 
Technology Center (CTC) where individuals learn about computers and technology and 
have access to computers and printers for homework, checking emails or to stay 
in 
touch with family.

Hawaii Literacy focuses on youth and adults with low literacy skills and offers 1 on 1 tutoring, ESL classes, and digital literacy. Some youth services the AJC offers are substance abuse prevention and intervention, 
Juvenile Justice Diversion program and WIOA Youth Services. The AJC work with 
McKinley and Windward Community Adult 
Schools in GED preparation. Other 
services include paid work experience – administrative, carpentry, farming, and 
construction. Participating in Hawaii Youth Corrections Career Day on May 9, 2024. 
Through their presence at the local libraries, they have 3 new enrollments.
