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Re: Federal WARN Act and Hawaii Dislocated Workers Act — Additional Notice

Dear Sir or Madam:

We are writing to provide you with this additional notice (“Additional Notice”) as
required by the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification Act (“WARN?”). This Additional
Notice supplements the original WARN notification to you dated January 12, 2026 (“Original
Notice”).

You are aware that KAUAI COFFEE COMPANY, LLC (“KCC”) has been working
diligently to negotiate a new lease with its landlord for the coffee farm. Although those
negotiations remain ongoing, we believe sufficient progress now has been made to allow us
to delay the contemplated closure of the business and termination of employees.

Accordingly, please be advised that the terminations that were to take place from
March 14, 2026 to March 28, 2026 under the Original Notice now will not occur until April 18,
2026 to May 2, 2026.

All other provisions of the Original Notice are unchanged and still apply.

Although we do not believe the Hawaii Dislocated Workers Act, Hawaii Revised
Statutes, Chapter 394B (“DWA”) applies to this situation due to the involuntary nature of this
closure, we are also giving this Additional Notice pursuant to the DWA as a precautionary
measure.
